The first royal palace built in the Joseon Dynasty is where the 500-year
history of Joseon began. The largest of the five grand palaces remaining
in Seoul, Gyeongbokgung Palace showcases Joseon's royal culture, palace
life, and architecture through Geunjeongjeon, Gyeonghoeru Pavilion, and
other structures. The National Palace Museum and National Folk Museum
of Korea are nearby to learn more about royal culture and historical living
conditions.

This Joseon Dynasty palace became the historical venue for the
establishment of the Great Korean Empire. It is the only palace in Seoul
that has a modern building, a Western-style garden, and a fountain. The
Palace Royal Guard Changing Ceremony held every day at the main gate is
a must-see attraction. The stonewall walkway that runs along Deoksugung
Palace has been selected as one of the 100 Most Beautiful Roads in Korea,
giving it a different feeling throughout each of the four seasons.

This UNESCO World Heritage site is the best-preserved palace of the
Joseon Dynasty. Built in 1405, Changdeokgung Palace boasts picturesque
scenery as the palace where the kings of the Joseon Dynasty spent the
most time. Since Rear Garden of Changdeokgung is available only to select
visitors, a separate fee must be paid, aside from the fee for the palace
tour. Visiting hours and the number of people allowed in at a time are also
limited, so check the website for information on the Rear Garden tour.

O CHANGGYEONGGUNG PALACE #Z2

This palace was built by King Seongjong, the ninth king of the Joseon
Dynasty, for Queen Jeonghui, the wife of King Sejo, Queen Ansun, the wife
of King Yejong, and Queen Sohye, the wife of King Deokjong. Connected
to Changdeokgung Palace, it formed a single palace called Donggung, and
served to make up for shortage of residential space in Changdeokgung.
The outstanding architectural beauty of the time is confirmed through
Honghwamun, the main gate of Changgyeonggung. Korea's first Western-
style greenhouse, completed in 1909, can also be seen here.

This is the smallest of the five major palaces in Seoul (Gyeongbokgung,
Changdeokgung, Deoksugung, Changgyeonggung, and Gyeonghuigung).
The palace was built for the purpose of moving the king away from the
main palace. There were many palaces in Gyeonghuigung Palace, but
most of the buildings disappeared or were relocated during the Period
of Japanese Occupation when Gyeongseong Middle School, a Japanese
school, was built on the site of the palace.

As it includes facilities
such as Nodeul Live
House, Music Lounge
RYU, Nodeul Bookstore,
and Plant Atelier, visitors
can spend time here with

nature, music, and books.

Reeds, pampas grass,
and cosmos bloom here
according to the season,
and people come here
for a walk. It is a good
park for recreational

life as it has an X-game
center, an international-
scale inline skating rink,
and a gateball court.

There are many things
to see here, including
the Moonlight Rainbow
Fountain, Jamsugyo
Bridge, and Moonlight
Square. In Sebitseom,
an artificial island
created as a culture
and arts multiplex,
you can enjoy various
cultural exhibitions,
performances, and
water sports.

With facilities for
various sports from
wakeboarding to water
sports for beginners,
cycling lanes and
skating paths, this is a
perfect place to enjoy
sports. There is also
Jamwon Nature Center,
where you can see the
silkworms from which
the name Jamwon
originated.

The history of Korea’s first Methodist Christian
church began in 1885 when an American
missionary, Appenzeller, worshiped for the first
time at his private residence in Jeongdong. The
Gothic red brick building was completed in 1897.

Cheongwadae has been used as the residence
of the Korean president since the establishment
of the government of the Republic of Korea

in 1948. Cheongwadae, where the president
lived and worked, is now fully open for the

first time in 74 years and can be toured after
reservation. It consists of the main building of
Cheongwadae, which is located on the south
side of the Bukaksan Mountain, the main
mountain of Seoul during the Joseon Dynasty,
the Guesthouse where large-scale conferences
and official events for foreign state guests were
held, and the presidential residence where the
president and his family lived. In particular, the
Bukaksan hiking trail that leads to the back
road of Chilgung in the west of Cheongwadae
and the back road of the Chunchugwan in the
east has been recently opened.

This large plaza 557m long and 34m wide was

built in front of Gwanghwamun, the main gate of
Gyeongbokgung Palace. In order to reproduce the street
in front of Gwanghwamun, restoration work was carried
out and Gwanghwamun Plaza as it is now was created.
Along with Gyeongbokgung Palace and Bukaksan
Mountain, you can see the statues of King Sejong the
Great and Admiral Yi Sun-sin, and in the basement
underneath the statues, there is the ‘Story of Sejong’
exhibition hall. The Sejong-daero Pedestrian Forest Path,
a pedestrian-friendly street that runs from Sejong-daero
Intersection to Seoul Station, is also well maintained.

If you eat moist grilled
fish and side dishes on top of white rice, no delicacy can quite
compare toit.

TASTY SEOUL

A street where you can taste Hamheung naengmyeon topped
with spicy raw fish mix on chewy noodles made from sweet
potatoes. It started when the displaced people who fled to
South Korea after the Korean War settled around Ojang-dong
and made Hamheung naengmyeon.

These places are always crowded with people lined up to taste
the delicacies. Naengmyeon noodles and cooked barley rice
served with Kalguksu noodles are must-try dishes.

Don't forget to have cutlass fish braised with special
sauce that you can try only in Namdaemun Market.

From the late 1960s, restaurants selling golbaengi (whelk)
began to appear one after another, forming a food alley.
Golbaengij seasoned with spicy green onion makes the
perfect side dish with alcohol.

It is where Jokbal restaurants are gathered between the main
street and the narrow alleys. Here, visitors can eat soft and
chewy pork feet in generous amounts and at reasonable
prices.

The largest seafood wholesale market in Seoul. It deals with
fresh seafood supplied from all over the country, and an
auction for merchants is held at dawn. In some stores, you
can try a variety of seafood dishes.

In the Sundae Town building, you can try sundae, the
Korean-style sausage which stuffs various ingredients such as
cellophane noodles into the intestines of cattle or pigs.
